Introduction (pp. 131-132)
· “Gouzenko affair” – Soviet spies within Canadian government
· Tension between US and SU (
· Allies during WWII, but little in common
· ( US influences over Canada
The Cold War Begins (pp. 132-133)

· ( military strength of SU and US – superpowers (capable of massive destruction)
· Competition for political influence in other parts of the world, esp. in developing nations

· This rivalry = Cold War because did not erupt into an open war (unlike WWI/WWII)

· Lasted over 40 years!!!

· SU – communist (government control)

· US – capitalist (economy based on private enterprise), suspicious of communism (e.g., McCarthy era)
The Cold War at Home
· “Red menace” – term used to describe the Soviets – becomes an issue
· Conservative Party accusing the government (PM Louis St. Laurent) of harbouring communists in the civil service
· Fear of the spread of communism

· Quebec – Premier Maurice Duplessis strongly against communism
NATO and the Warsaw Pact (pp. 133-135)

· NATO – North Atlantic Treaty Organization
· 1949, Canada, US, GB, and other Western European nations in a military alliance

· Prepared to wage total nuclear war as a last resort

· W. Germany admitted as a member to NATO – SU worried 

· Warsaw Pact, 1995
· Eastern European countries
· N. Hemisphere divided into 2 hostile camps

· Berlin Wall in 1961 - powerful symbol of the Cold War

Canada’s Commitment to NATO

· PM Mackenzie King – decided to join a military alliance in a time of peace
· Serious commitment
· Keep a full army brigade and several air squadrons in Europe

· Built and supplied military bases overseas

· Ships and aircraft tracked the movements of Soviet submarines

· Regular participation in military exercises 
· Adapt defence policy to those of its allies

The Issue of North American Defence (pp. 135-136)

· Long-range bombers – N. America became vulnerable
· 3 lines of radar stations across Canada (1950-1957)
· Pinetree Line

· MidCanada Line

· DEW (Distant Early Warning) Line – in the Arctic 

· Some Canadians – compromised country’s dependence, but most accepted
· Radar stations useless for missiles – established NORAD (North American Air Defence agreement) in 1957
Civil Defence: The Home Front in the Cold War

· Civil defence plans by federal government, preparation of population by cities
· Existence of nuclear weapons – threat of mass destruction

Planning for Peace: the United Nations (pp. 137-139)

· April 1945, delegates from 51 countries drew up a charter for the UN
· UN based on the idea of collective security (similar to the League of Nations)
· 3 powers to use against aggressor nations
· Condemn the aggressor through speeches and resolutions

· Use economic sanctions (urging members not to trade with the aggressor)

· Respond militarily sending in an armed force

· Security Council – responsible for maintaining peace and security

· Britain, France, US, Russia, and China

· Pledged to abolish disease and famine and to protect human rights
· World Health Organization
· UNICEF (UN Children’s Fund)

· IMF (International Monetary Fund) – to stabilize the world economy 
The Korean Conflict

· N. Korea – communist state 
· S. Korea – fragile democracy 

· 1950, N. Korean tried to invade S. Korea
· UN force – composed largely of Americans 
The Suez Crisis
· 1956, crisis over the Suez Canal (Egypt) – gave Canada a chance to take a leading role at the UN
· Suez Canal

· Links the Mediterranean and Red seas 
· Provides the shortest sea route from Europe to the Indian Ocean

Towards a More Independent Defence Policy (pp. 140-144)

· Tensions developed between Canada (Diefenbaker) and US (Kennedy)
The Cuban Missile Crisis
· 1959, Fidel Castro overthrew Cuba’s pro-US leader in a revolution
· 1961, US backed an invasion of the island by a group of anti-Castro Cubans – Cuba turned to the USSR for support
· Damage to Canada-US relations (US expected full support from Canada, but Diefenbaker refused Canada’s NORAD forces on alert – in order to defend independence)

The Nuclear Issue in Canada
· Conflict over whether Canada should accept nuclear weapons on its territory
· Liberals (Pearson) – accept nuclear weapons under certain conditions

· Conservatives (Diefenbaker) – Canadian nationalism (right to decide for itself on international matters, not based on US influence)

Up Close: The Avro Arrow
The Vietnam War (pp. 144-146)

· Major conflict in the Cold War
· Divided into two

· North: communist-controlled

· South: supported by US, even though more a dictatorship than a democracy

· First war recorded by television cameras
· Anti-war protests

· My Lai – massacre of women and children by US soldier
Canada’s Reaction to the War
· Some benefit – selling goods such as berets, boots, airplane engines, and explosives to the US Defense Department
· Spread of communism still seen as a threat – “better dead than Red”

· PM Pearson criticized Operation Rolling Thunder (US bombing campaign of North Vietnam)
Trudeau’s Foreign Policy (pp. 146-150)

· 1968, Pierre Elliott Trudeau (Liberal) elected as PM
· Chart a course in foreign policy that was less dependent on US approval

· 1970, officially recognized the communist government of China – important trading partner (China – major purchaser of Canadian wheat and other goods)

· Wanted to scale back Canada’s participation in the nuclear arms race with SU

· Continued participation in NATO and NORAD, but reduced contingent in  Europe and national defence budget

Canada as a Middle Power
· Cold War split the world politically between East and West, and a huge economic gap separated the rich North from the poor South
· Trudeau government – to bridge both gaps in order to promote world peace and understanding among nations – “middle power”
· Policy of trade and aid – cornerstone of Trudeau’s foreign policy
· 1968, CIDA (Canadian International Development Agency) formed 
· To boost foreign aid to less industrialized countries  
The Commonwealth and la Francophonie

· La Francophonie – organization of French-speaking states (many former colonies of France)
· 1950, Commonwealth countries – Colombo Plan to provide money and aid to less developed countries in the organization (Canada – mostly to India and Pakistan) 
The Cold War Renewed
· 1972, SALT I (Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty) signed – tension between US and SU eased
· 1979, SU invaded Afghanistan and USSR sent new medium-range missiles to Eastern Europe

· Even higher tension between US and SU

· The world seemed closer to nuclear war than at any time since the Cuban missiles crisis

The Mulroney Era: Closer Ties with the United States (pp. 150-151)

· Trudeau – separate Canadian from US interests
· Mulroney – worked to forge closer links with US
· Close relationship with Ronald Reagan – similar conservative philosophy

· 1985, US – SDI (Strategic Defence Initiative) – “Star Wars” – to create a defence shield, part of which would orbit the Earth
· Mulroney said no to Canada’s official participation, but open for private Canadian companies to bid 
· Dismantled FIRA (Foreign Investment Review Agency – introduced by Trudeau in 1973) and replaced it with Investment Canada (encourage suitable foreign investment)
· 1989, FTA (Free Trade Agreement) established (and 1992, expanded to NAFTA – including Mexico) 

· Removed tariffs on goods crossing the border

· Opened Canada to US investment (and vice versa)

· Controversial issue for Canadians
The End of the Cold War (p. 152)

· SU leader Mikhail Gorbachev realized that the SU could no longer afford arms race with US
· Massive cuts in the arsenal of both superpowers proposed

· Nov. 1989, fall of the Berlin Wall – symbolic of the end of Cold War

· Communist China – hopes of political freedom crushed in Tiananmen Square in 1989
The New World Order (pp. 153-156)
· Numerous regional conflicts and ethnic rivalries (most notably in Persian Gulf, former Yugoslavia and Africa)
· 1990, Iraq’s invasion of Kuwait

· UN demanded Iraq’s withdrawal from Kuwait – refused

· “Operation Desert Storm” – Gulf War

· Destroyed the Iraqi fighting force and much of the country’s infrastructure

· Use of “smart” weapons – changed the nature of war

· UN now to take a much more active role as a global police force (use force to punish aggression if needed) – under the guidance of US
Somalia

· 1992, UN launched “Operation Restore Hope” in Somalia
· Somalia – ravaged by years of civil war and starvation
· Canadian Airborne Regiment incident (Somali teen tortured and beaten in the Canadian base camp – high-level atte3mpt to cover up the incident)
Rwanda

· Ethnic rivalries
· 1994, massive wave of killing – within a few weeks, close to a million people had died
A New Era of Globalization (pp. 157-158)

· 1993, PM Jean Chretien – expand Canada’s trading opportunities with other countries
· “Team Canada” trade missions to Asia and Latin America to secure deals for Canadian investment and exports

· APEC (Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Group)

· Globalization – new trend by the end of the 20th century

· Result of rapid changes in communications technology and the fall of communism

Globalization as an Issue

· Pros and cons of globalization
· Late 1990s, “Asian tigers” were hit with an economic crisis 

· Canadian economy, especially in BC, suffered – Asian markets for lumber, minerals, and food products diminished

· Loss of job due to outsourcing – many multinational corporations relocated to parts of the world where labour costs are low and few environmental regulations (e.g., Latin America)
· Threat to many countries’ cultures as the ways of Western countries (esp. US) spread and become dominant

· Benefits from global economy come with global responsibilities
